HOW TO GET THERE
BY ROAD

Distances and time by road:

· 305 miles from London

· 190 miles from Bristol

Timing is very uncertain and depends very largely on when you are travelling given how busy the roads can be at peak times. The route is very largely either motorway or dual carriageway and in reasonable conditions 4 ½ - 5 hrs from London is quite easy. For many people it helps to know that Padstow is 275 miles from London and that Rinsey is thus only 30 miles further.

Directions from London and Bristol:

· M4 to Bristol

· M5 towards Exeter

· At junction 31 take the A30 towards Okehampton

· Stay on A30 all the way until just short of Penzance and turn left at roundabout on A394 towards Helston

· Continue on A394 until you reach the village of Ashton and almost immediately turn right to Rinsey
· After ½ mile turn right on a 90 degree left bend (this looks like straight on)
· Continue until the village green and keep right

· Follow the gravel track facing you that is signed to the National Trust car park

· The drive to Rinsey Head faces you as you reach the NT car park

BY RAIL

· Penzance station is 11 miles from Rinsey Head
BY AIR (see Photos & Links for more information)
· Newquay Airport is 36 miles away

· Lands End aerodrome is about 19 miles away

· Penzance Heliport is 11 miles away

· There is also ample room to land a helicopter by the house.
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
